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Important Health Information:
Often the lack of appetite is accompanied by another symptom such as vomiting or lethargy. “Not 
eating” is a common symptom and can be caused by many different diseases and problems. Because 
it is so common, it is likely that it will affect your cat at one time or another.
 Here are some good tips.
 
1. The vet will also want to know if his lack of appetite is associated with any other symptom such as vomiting, 
diarrhea, lethargy, weakness, or anything else.  Make sure you observe your cat during this time. If you have 
multiple cats try to isolate the cat with a litter box and bowl of water so you will know if they are drinking and 
monitor the litter box and make sure he is urinating okay and observe the bowel movements for abnormalities. 
If your cat is indoor/outdoor - keep him or her in where you can keep an eye on him or her. Check the trash 
to ensure that he has not been exposed to any toxins or other objects.  Note if there has been any diet change.
 
3. What can you do? Here are some tips on how to help a cat that is not eating:  You can try to offer fresh 
food and fresh water. Some cats respond to “fresh food” from the bag. If the cat is acting sick or the owner is 
concerned, the recommendation is always to bring the cat in for evaluation. However, if the condition does not 
sound life threatening sometimes you can try some different foods. Canned foods - especially the fish flavors, 
pouched food, different dry food or canned tuna will often stimulate a cat to eat. If the problem is minor, a cat 
may eat well and quickly be back to normal. If the cat doesn’t eat or still acts lethargic, the problem may be 
more serious.  The best recommendation is to have the cat evaluated by a veterinarian.
 
4. There is no good way to “prevent” the lack of appetite unless you can prevent the underlying cause. To 
keep your pet safest, prevent exposure to trash and other foreign objects that he may be inclined to chew on 
and possibly ingest. Make any food changes gradually over several days. Buy only safe toys and ensure your 
cat does not ingest any objects (such as thread, ribbon or strings) that he would be unable to digest, causing 
a possible obstruction.
 
5. If your cat has lost weight even if it is just a couple pounds this is substantial for a cat and you should seek 
out an evaluation by your local vet.

Safety Tips….
In the event you have to evacuate your home on short notice be it a wildfire or other disaster have a 
safety plan in place.  Some important things to consider in regards to your pet’s welfare are:

1) Pet Carriers and leashes (if you have a dog) – keep these somewhere you can get to them easily.  Load your pet 
in the carrier and then safely in your car first as you may not have time to go back in the house a second time.
2) Pet Food and /or Medications – if time permits be sure to grab supplies for at least a couple days
3) Emergency Contact – seek out a neighbor or friend that you can trust with a key to your home.  This person 
should have your cell phone number in the event of an emergency and you are not home and cannot be reached.  
They will be able to go into your home and safely evacuate your pets.   This person would need to know where 
the pet carriers are and where your pet’s favorite hiding spot is.

It is better to be prepared so please take the time and develop a plan.  Remember If a fire were to break out fires 
move quickly and there is always a chance you won’t be allowed back in your neighborhood to rescue your pets.  
Be sure to have special arrangements with someone you trust that lives in the same area as you do.
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In 2010 Domino’s House saw much heartbreak but thankfully we were 
able to turn much of that into heart warming stories, some of which 
we would like to share with you.   Many kittens, with and without 
their Moms, came through our door and have been carefully placed in 
“Forever Homes.”  Many cats were rescued who had limited hope of 
recovery but managed to not only recover  but also to find themselves 
adopted into the homes of safe and caring families in 2010.  Among 
these cats were “Lucie” who was found injured in the middle of PSL 
Blvd, “Ty Cobb” who was rescued from starving to death behind an 
estate, “Mallo” who had critical liver disease, and “Shasta” who was 
rescued from a sealed trash can.  All these beautiful courageous cats 
were not only saved but also rejuvenated into trusting pets who now 
happily show their gratitude in loving new homes.    In November we 
had three adult cats, Bandit, Skeeter and Scrunchy that were turned 
in by a family where the main caregiver had passed away and the 

remaining caregiver suffered from Alzheimer’s and sadly could no longer give them proper care.   The cats 
were incredibly depressed when they first arrived but the volunteers at Domino’s showered them with love.  
Two were adopted by one of our very own, Rita Hooper and the third went to a loving home just after 
Christmas.  These are just some of the cases that have come into Domino’s and had happy endings.  We hope 
to have many more happy “tails” to tell in 2011.
